An Update on Funding

Since the opening of the Spay Neuter Veterinary Clinic December 2007 over 7500
animals have been spayed or neutered. Affordable spay/neuter helped to lower
animal control intake numbers and provided many, who would not have been able
to afford to spay or neuter their pets, the option to do so. Indeed until May of 2009
the number of surgeries per day required to keep up with demand, increased.
Additional veterinarians and staff were hired to meet demand. However, the
recession impacted scheduling in June, as many of our clients are the very folk hit
hardest by unemployment in this recession. The staff at the Spay Neuter Veterinary
Clinic worked extra hard to advertise and promote spay/neuter in surrounding
counties, even extending service to several groups outside of the designated nine
county region. While of the overall downturn in the economy has impacted us, we
are beginning to see increased requests for appointments.

We must refurbish equipment and supplies as they are in heavy use. We hope to
add a third surgery table, and we plan to fence the rear entrance to the building to
secure intake of animals for spay/neuter service. Our seven year building lease is
being converted into a purchase agreement with hopes to retire any remaining debt
as soon as is feasible.

CAC Foundation subsidizes the operation of the SNVC and continues to seek funds
from grants, fundraisers, and donor drives. At-risk populations are targeted for
additional aid through grants and donations as these populations are the most
impacted by the 2008 recession. We thank our donors as our fall drive was
successful in supporting the Clinic into 2009. This spring we hosted Dog Run Dog
with the Canine Country Fair to raise awareness and funding for SNVC. An
October 31st Gala (2009) will be held at the Pinehurst Fair Barn. You will receive
more information about this event!

Without your continued assistance none of this would have been possible. We
encourage you to visit and volunteer at the Spay Neuter Veterinary Clinic. We want
you to see first hand the important work that is on-going as a result of CAC
Foundation subsidy to the Spay Neuter Veterinary Clinic in Vass, N.C.
